World Book Day produced some varied outfits - always a pleasure to celebrate a real book these days, 

especially to our Year 1 class. The competition that week involved an element of art and we had come 

worthy winners - very creative characters  indeed. In science week (STEM), the pupils investigated things 

like ecosystems, volcanoes and similar, including a culmination of their knowledge in quizzes. A career visit 

from a former firefighter turned scientist gave the pupils food for thought - Chris Pye. A session on the 

pupils’ dreams and goals, and what skills they need to acquire to reach them, was a proud moment - we 

encourage them to come back and visit the school one day to showcase their talents.
